0.2 Parts of the Guitar and Fret Numbering

[Nick plus guitar]

This lesson is designed to help you get to know your guitar. 

Later lessons make reference to different parts of the guitar so learning the names of all these bits and pieces helps get you orientated from the start.

==============================
[Cut to guitar body]

This is the body of the guitar. 

The piece of wood used on the front of the guitar is called the soundboard.

This piece of wood is the bridge and slotted into the bridge, supporting the strings is the plastic saddle. 

This is called the sound hole.

=============================

[Cut to guitar neck]

Attached to the body is the neck.

On the face of the neck is the fretboard.

Sunk into the fretboard are thin strips of metal called frets.

At the end of the fretboard the strings are supported by the nut similar to the saddle.

Frets are numbered 1,2,3 etc from the nut towards the bridge.

The nut is at the lowest end and as we move towards the bridge we are moving up the fretboard (demonstrate sound).

Fret markers are positioned at typically frets 3,5,7 and 9 and a special marker at fret 12.
The 12th fret is special.

[Cut to headstock]

The machine head is so called because on it are mounted the tuning machines.

The machines drive small capstans that help with adjusting the tensions of the strings to change their pitch.

[Cut to Nick plus guitar]
The most important part of all this to learn about right now is how  the frets are numbered so I’ll leave you with a reminder.
